Pet Geogrid, the demand for the product
worldwide in Furope and Australia is on the
higher side and hence expansion.

During the discussion, the Committee

also noticed that against the projected export
there is major proposed 1mport of raw matetial
leading into negative NFE in the 1% year.
Accordingly the Committee directed the Unit
representative to furnish the correct figures.
The Unit furnished the revised NFE sheet vide
mail dated 27.03.2024 and the Committee thus
re-examined the foreign exchange balance
sheet with an export turnover of Rs. 96.06
Crore, raw material of Rs. 26.45 Crore and
NFE of Rs. 57.02 Crore.
