The Chairperson welcomed all the members
present and thereafter agenda of the meeting was
taken up.

Agenda Item No. 1:- Confirmation of the Minutes
of the 65t Authority meeting held on 07.02.2024.

Decision: After deliberation, the Authority
confirmed the Minutes of the meeting held on
07.02.2024 with consensus.
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Agenda Jtem No. 1A:- Proposal for approval of
Annual Financial Statements for F.Y. 2024-25 of

SEEPZ-SEZ

The Annual Financial Statements for FY. 2024-25
of SEEPZ-SEZ Authority was discussed in detail and
noted that Financial statement is not in detailed i.e
Capital Head and Revenue Head and also
comparative statement is not mentioned. Further
the requirement for software for EOU monitoring
Is not necessary as the same will be covered under
the ERP Module on pro-bono basis.

Decision: The Authority noted the details of
Annual Financial Statements and directed the CA to
submit the detailed Financial statement 2024-25
with comparison sheet with financial statement of
2023-24 within a week to present before the next
Authority Meeting.

Agenda Item No. 2:- Monthly Statement
Expenditure incurred through Imprest.

As per the Minutes of 65th Authority meeting held
on 07.02.2024, Agenda Item no. 02, it was directed
to submit monthly statement expenditure incurred
through Imprest before the Authority meeting. The
expenses incurred in the month of February, 2024
were presented before the Authority.

Decision: After deliberation the Authority noted
the expenses incurred through Imprest in the
month of February, 2024

Agenda Item No. 3:- Proposal to revisit the
practice of awarding remuneration given to Govt
employees for their work related to Authority
Matters.

Authority was appraised that as per the decision
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of the 56th Authority Meeting held on 29.11.2022,
remuneration was granted to government staff for
attending Authority work in addition to their
routine work and the remuneration was also
extended to DDC, JDC, DC in 64th Authority
meeting held on 06.12.2023.

However, there were some ambiguity and
inconsistency in this practice vis-a-viz FR49 for
such remuneration paid to Govt officers and it was
decided to revisit the said practice. The
remuneration paid to DC, ]DC & DDC was repaid to
Authority for the month of Dec. 2023 & Jan 2024.

Decision: After deliberation and detailed
discussion, Authority was of the opinion to
discontinue the practice of awarding monthly
remuneration given to all the Govt employees for
their work related to Authority Matters.

Agenda Item No. 4:- Proposal for updation of
ongoing project of Mega CFC.

Authority was apprised that, for the FY 2023-24
budget provision of Rs.74.00 Crores was allocated
for the said project. Out of that, an amount of
Rs.59.09 Crores has been utilized and the
unutilized amount is Rs.14.90 Crores. Authority
was also informed that the increase in the quantity
over and above the BoQ was approved by the
Tender Evaluation Committee. Therefore Rs. 24.00
Crores has been proposed in budget provision for
the year 2024 for final payment of bills.

Authority was informed that Rs. 34 crores may be
approved as there is an increase in the machinery
cost and interior design.

Decision: - After deliberation, Authority noted the
proposal & agreed to keep a provision of Rs. 34
crores in the FY 2024-25 for Mega CFC.
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Agenda Item No. 5:- Proposal for updation of
ongoing project of NEST-02 .

Authority was apprised that for the FY 2023-24
budget provision of Rs.100.00 Crores was made for
the said project. Out of that, an amount of Rs.18.03
Crores has been utilized and the unutilized amount
is Rs.81.96 Crores. Therefore an amount of Rs.
81.00 Crores has been proposed in budget
provision for the year 2024-25 for release of bills.

Decision: - After deliberation, Authority noted the
proposal & agreed to keep a provision of Rs. 81
crores in the FY 2024-25.

Agenda Item No. 6:- Proposal for updation of
ongoing project of NEST-01

Authority was apprised that for the FY 2023-24
budget provision of Rs.40.00 Crores was allocated
for the said project. Out of that, an amount of
Rs.31.99 Crores has been utilized and the
unutilized amount is Rs.7.99 Crores. Therefore an
amount of Rs. 10.00 Crores has been proposed in
budget provision for the year 2024-25 for release
of bills.

Decision: - After deliberation, Authority noted the
proposal & agreed to keep a provision of Rs. 10
crores in the FY 2024-25 to make final bills
including the extra work done as approved by TEC.

Agenda Item No. 7:- Proposal for handing over of
Ground to 5% floor of Mega CFC to GJEPC.

Authority was appraised that on receipt of the
Occupancy certificate and Final Fire NOC from
MIDC, and as per the terms & conditions of the
MOU executed between Authority & GJEPC, the
occupation of 1 floor to 5t floor of the Mega CFC
bldg. was handed over to GJEPC w.e.f. 01.02.2024.
However, GJEPC, vide email dated 29.01.2024
informed that there is some work pending at
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various floor and licenses are to be obtained for
operations which will take some time. Accordingly,
they requested that they will commence their
operations w.e.f. 01.04.2024.

GJEPC had also requested for payment of lease rent
w.e.f. 01.04.2024

Decision: - After deliberation and detailed
discussion, Authority noted the proposal &
directed to levy lease rent charges w.e.f. 01st April
2024, GJEPC should make all necessary
arrangements for maintaining the Mega CFC Bldg.
and also ensure continued compliance of various
statutory approvals w.e.f. 01.04.2024.

Agenda Item No. 8:- Setting up an OHC
(Occupational Health Clinic) in SEEPZ SEZ.

Authority was apprised that the feasibility and
modalities for setting up a health unit in SEEPZ
premises was explored and it has been decided to
float an “Expression of Interest” so that interested
Doctors can apply and the selected Doctor
alongwith 1 Nurse and compounder will be
onboarded to facilitate the employees working in
the Zone.

Authority was also informed that SEEPZ SEZ
Authority in co-ordination with the
Trade/Stakeholders will provide the facilities.

Decision: - After deliberation, the Authority
approved the proposal for Eol and also decided to
provide the infrastructure and equipments for
setting up an Occupational Health Clinic for the
benefits of all, working at SEEPZ.

Additional Issues Discussed during the meeting:-
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Supplementary Agenda Item No. 1:- Proposal for
allotment of Vacant space in SDF-VIIL

Authority was apprised that based on the vacant
space, advertisement was hosted on the SEEPZ
website on 23rd January 2024 and in newspapers
also. Deserving applicants had applied and the
applications were scrutinized by the Committee.

The Committee Report after approval of
Development Commissioner was hosted on the
SEEPZ website for 15 days seeking comments,
from applicants, if any. As no comments were
received, it is proposed that provisional allotment
letter may be issued so that the said proposal may
be placed before the Approval Committee for
examination of their proposal and issuance of
Letter of Approval. On approval of the proposal,
and issuance of LOA, final allotment letter and
possession receipt will be issued by Estate Section.

Decision: After deliberation, Authority noted the
proposal for allotment of Vacant space in SDF-VIII
and also directed to issue provisional allotment
letter.

Issue No. 1:-

With the approval of the Chairman, Trade
member Shri Adil Kotwal raised the issue of
financial assistance to skilling & training school
TOSH’ at Mega CFC SEEPZ, where the number of
students have been increased from 75 to 200 per
batch which includes 50 specially abled students.
The issue was deliberated in detail and it was
decided that since it is mandate of Authority to
develop infrastructure for growth of exports at
SEEPZ SEZ, skilling & training of workforce for
deployment to SEEPZ manufacturing units is an
integral part of infrastructure development.
Therefore it was decided that
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Decision:

1.  SEEPZ SEZ Authority shall provide rent free
space to skilling & training school JOSH’ at Mega
CFC being run by GJSCI and the GJEPC will not be
charged the proportionate rent for the area at 4t
floor being utilized by the training school.

2. To meet the expenses towards the wages to
the faculty and to hire experts in various fields to
impart improved level of training, Authority will
contribute Rs. 1.2 crore per annum to “JOSH” who
will issue the utilisation certificate with all
documentary evidences on expenses made from
the said contribution. It was also decided to
review this decision as and when required
depending upon the need of the training school or
any adverse report in the matter.

Issue No. 02:-

With the approval of the Chairman, the trade
member, Shri Abhay Doshi, raised the issue of
unhygienic condition at toilet blocks in old
buildings especially at SDF-V and requested that
Authority should undertake urgent repairs for the
same. Chairman apprised that a decision has
already been taken by Authority regarding re-
imbursement of 2/3rd repair amount by way of
reducing the service charges. However, the
member requested that since it is a matter of
health hygiene of the workforce at SEEPZ, the
repair amount should be reimbursed at one go
instead of reimbursing in installments over a long
period.

Decision: After deliberations it was decided that
Authority shall reimburse 50% of the cost
incurred by the units towards the repairs of toilet
blocks of their building subject to submitting of
documentary evidences of the cost and a
certificate from all occupants of the building to the
satisfaction of the said work. This will not
applicable to any repair work being conducted by

any individual unit.
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The meeting ended with a vote of thanks to the Chair.
This issues with the approval of the Chairperson, SEEPZ SEZ Authority.
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
