It is observed  tliat  some  of  the  Units  are non-operational  or performing  low  due  to various

reason  and wish  to exit  out  of  the SEZ  scheme  and similarly  there  are entrepreneurs  who

are willing  to take  over  the assets  and liabilities  of  such  units  to generate  more  exports  &

employment.

An  amendment  in tlie  SEZ  rule  provision  viz.  Rule  74 A of  SEZ  Rules  2006  has simplified

procedure  for  tlie incoming  entrepreneurs  to take  over  the assets and liabilities  of  the

outgoing  Unitholders  on execution  of  Memorandum  of  Understanding.  The  MOU  thus

signed  among  the parties  are on the basis of  the valuation  of  assets  and liabilities.

Mandatory  conditions  for  take  over  of  assets  and  liabilities  as specified  in the  rule  are :

(a) Outgoing  entrepreneur  should  possess  a valid  LOA  for  atleast  5years  and should

posses  a valid  lease  agreement  of  5 years  on tlie  date  of  transfer  ;

(b) Unit  to  be  Operational  for  a minimum  period  of 2 years  from  the  date  of

commencement  of  operations  as on the date  of  transfer  ;

(c) Such sale or transfer  transaction  shall  be subject  to the approval  of  the Approval

Committee

(d) Transferee  fulfils  all  eligibility  criteria  applicable  to a Unit  and ;

(e) Applicable  duties  and liabilities  if  any  as calculated  under  rule  74 as well  as export

obligation  of  the transferor  unit  if  any shall  stand  transferred  to the transferee  unit

which  shall  be under  obligation  to discharge  the same  on the said  terms  and  conditions

as the  transferor  unit

At  present  the  Units  on execution  of  the  MOU  approach  the  Approval  Committee  for

approval  in terms  of  Rule  74 A.

Attention is also invited to the Rule 18 2 (ii) of  the SEZ Rules 2006 which stipulates that
Approval Committee shall approve the proposal if  it fulfils  the requirement of  availability

of space and other infrastructure support applied for as confirmed by the Developer in

writing  by way of  provisional  offer of  space

In terms of  the aforesaid Rule provision  for  setting up a unit under Rule 74 A, NOC from
Developer or letter of  intent is desirable though it is mandatory for  new Units.

1. Laying  fibre  optic  cables  at SEEPZ  (Santacruz  Electronics  Export  Processing

Zone)  in  Mumbai  is essential  for  several  reasons,  especially  considering  the  zone's

focus  on  technology  and  export-oriented  businesses.
