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M/s. Swiftlog Shipping Services Private Limited has
requested for setting up of a new unit in M/s. Arshiya Limited
(Under NCLT)for Warehousing Activities as per submitted in
Form F, in an area admeasuring Open Yard Area : 40,000 sq.ft.
+ Container Yard Area : 15,000 sq.ft. + Shed Area (behind CO2
building) : 2,000 sq.ft. and Additional Facilities : ISO
container storage and 15 nos. plug points for refrigerated
containers, envisaging FOB value of exports of Rs. 371.00
Lakhs, FE outgo of Rs. 334.00 Lakhs and NFE of Rs. 37.00
Lakhs over a period of 5 years with employment generation of
15 individuals. (11 Men & 04 Women).
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Decision: The matter was examined in detail by
the Committee. The representatives of the
Developer, namely Arshiya FTWZ (through the
Resolution Professional), the Co-developer, M/s
Ascendas (CapitaLand Group) and the applicant
unit, M/s Swiftlog Shipping Services Private
Limited, attended the meeting through physical
and virtual mode and were afforded adequate
opportunity to present their submissions.

The proposal pertained to the setting up of new
unit through issuance of a Letter of Intent (LOI)
by the Developer (through the Resolution
Professional) to M/s Swiftlog Shipping Services
Private Limited for undertaking warehousing
activities in the container yard/open yard area
within the FTWZ.

During deliberations, the Committee expressed
serious concerns regarding the proposed use of
the container yard/open yard area for unit-
specific warehousing activities. It was observed
that the container yard is primarily a common
use area, not duly demarcated or segregated as
an independent processing space and does not
provide exclusive possession or effective
control necessary for carrying out authorised
operations by a unit, as envisaged under the
SEZ framework.

In response, the Developer, through the
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Resolution  Professional and  authorised
representatives, submitted that the concern
regarding plotting and demarcation of the
container yard was being raised for the first
time. It was contended that similar activities
involving handling of containers, ISO tanks,
and tanks were being carried out units operating
under Ascendas FTWZ for the past several
months. The Developer further submitted that
the proposed allotment to M/s Swiftlog was
limited strictly to storage of containers, without
any de-stuffing or allied operations and
therefore would not prejudice or interfere with
the operations of the Co-developer. It was also
submitted that the Master Lease Agreement
does not demise the container yard exclusively
to Ascendas and that objections raised by the
Co-developer were misconceived.

The Co-developer, M/s Ascendas Panvel FTWZ
Private Limited, through its written submission,
categorically stated that it was neither informed
nor consulted regarding the issuance of the LOI
to M/s Swiftlog. The Co-developer objected to
inclusion of any area under its possession,
management or control as well as common
areas and shared infrastructure, for any such
transaction without its prior written consent.
The Co-developer expressly reserved all its
rights in the matter.

Upon careful consideration of the submissions
made by all stakeholders, the Committee
observed that:

1. No documentary or technical material
was produced to establish clear
demarcation, exclusive possession or
operational control of the proposed open
yard/container yard area in favour of the
applicant unit.

2. The proposed activity sought to be
undertaken in an open/common yard does
not conform to the established principles
governing approval of units under the
SEZ framework.

3. No precedent could be cited wherein
approval had been accorded by any Unit
Approval Committee across SEZs for
establishment of a unit for warehousing
activities in an undemarcated
open/common yard area lacking defined
control.
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4. The objections raised by the Co-
developer raise substantive issues relating
to shared/common areas, which cannot be
adjudicated or overridden in the absence
of clear legal and factual clarity.

After due deliberation and taking into
account the totality of facts and submissions
on record, the Committee concluded that the
proposal does not meet the requirements
prescribed under Rules 17 and 18 of the SEZ
Rules, 2006. Accordingly, the proposal for
setting up of new unit was rejected.

i. The unit shall obtain and comply with any
permission, licence or approval required under
any other applicable law for trading/handling in
sports rifles, guns, and cartridges falling under
Chapter 93 of ITC (HS) of the Customs Tariff.

ii. The unit shall strictly abide by the provisions
of the SEZ Act, 2005, the SEZ Rules, 2006, and
all applicable Customs regulations and extant
instructions issued thereunder.
